Decide how your 

family is going to contact each other or how to 

meet if you are separated.  Have a container for 

the things that might be necessary for an 

emergency.  As a pastor, I had a list of òchurch 

stuffó and a duffle bag that I could throw into 

the trunk of my car.  

 

Sometimes things happen at a momentõs no-

tice.  A plan doesnõt have to be set òin stoneó 

because the situations at home will change, but 

it is proactive and demonstrates a familyõs 

fortitude of faith as they join forces to cope 

with the unexpected.
