The law of abstinengequires a
Catholic 14 years of age until

death to abstain from eating mea

on Fridays in honor of the Passion of
Jesus on Good Friday.

The law of fastingequires a Catholic from the 18th year
to the 60th year to reduce the amount of food eaten

from normal. The Church defines this as one meal g day
and two smaller meals which if added together woul

not exceed the main meal in quantity. This fasting i
obligatory on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.

The Code of Canon Law and our bishops remind us (of
other works and means of doing penance: prayer, acts of
seltdenial, almsgiving and works of personal charity,
Attending Mass daily or several times a week, praying
the rosary, making the way of the cross, attending the
parish prayer service and helping others can be even as
or more meaningful and demanding than simply abstain-
ing from meat on Friday.
