Our Catechumens and children proclaim to us 

that they believe God has called them to the 

Easter mysteries of Baptism, Confirmation, 

and the Eucharist.  In this rite they sign the 

Book of Life and receive a new name, òthe 

Electó. 
 

Our Candidates, already baptized, answer 

Godõs call to enter into Full Communion with 

us through Confirmation and the Eucharist.  

In addition, Catholic adults and children who 

are completing their Initiation Sacraments, 

join them. 
 

As a group, they are òsentó in the Rite of  

Sending, to the Cathedral of the Immaculate 

Conception, where they will be received  

personally by Archbishop Charles Chaput, who 

welcomes the catechumens, candidates, and 

children in the name of the universal Catholic 

Church. 
 

We, as a parish and Church, ratify their choice 

and welcome them even more into our midst.  

By their conversion, they also move us to
